SCOUTMASTER:
 (After the reading of  “One Hundred Scouts” you will go to the pulpit and read the following)

BEFORE YOU STANDS A SINGLE, LIGHTED CANDLE.  IT REPRESENTS THE

SPIRIT OF SCOUTING.  THE LAW OF THIS TROOP IS THE SCOUT LAW.

SCOUTS ALSO LIVE BY ANOTHER CODE, WHICH IS THE SCOUT OATH OR

PROMISE.  THE SCOUT OATH DESCRIBES THREE DUTIES THAT EVERY

SCOUT MUST ACCEPT – DUTY TO GOD & COUNTRY, DUTY TO OTHERS,

AND DUTY TO SELF.

SCOUTS, PLEASE STAND AND REPEAT THE SCOUT LAW AS I LIGHT THE 

THREE CANDLES REPRESENTING THESE OATHS.

(THE SCOUTMASTER USES THE LIGHTED CANDLE TO SLOWLY LIGHT

THE THREE UNLIT CANDLES AS THE LAWS ARE SPOKEN)

After the Scout Laws are spoken:

(LEADERS PLEASE BE SEATED SO THAT THE SCOUTS WILL BE SEATED)
THE COURT OF HONOR IS NOW OFFICIALLY OPENED AND THE “TRAIL OF

THE EAGLE” BEGINS.

WILL THE [EAGLE CANDIDATE] AND HIS PARENTS PLEASE BE ESCORTED

TO THE PLACE OF HONOR AT THIS TIME.

(AFTER [EAGLE CANDIDATE] & HIS PARENTS ARE AT THE FRONT, [SCOUTMASTER]  RETURNS TO HIS SEAT IN THE PEWS)
